Highlights of his presentation included:

· Providing after-school/summer internships STEM education programs taught by engineers, scientists, mathematicians

· Sponsorship of Aviation/Robotics/Math Clubs at Sunrise Mountain High School

Mr. Karamooz went on to state some of the accomplishments of students who participated in the NVBAA educational programs; such as being named as the 2014 National Champs – Aviation Design Challenge; having the 2015 National Top Score – Aviation Design Challenge and becoming the 2014/2015 Southern Nevada Math Champions for the Math Club.
