Senator Dina Neal is the bill sponsor for SB
327, now known as Nevada’s version of the
C.R.O.W.N. Act. Signed by Governor Sisolak
on June 4, 2021, Nevada is now the 12th State
to offer protections to Nevadans in
employment and schools based on hair
texture attributed to African Ancestry. Before
elected to her Senate seat in November,
Senator Neal was an Assemblywoman for
District 4. Senator Neal is also a member of
the National Black Caucus of State
Legislators. She is a professor at Nevada
State College and earned her law degree at
Southern University School of Law.

Special education teacher Juliana Urtubey
made recent history after she became the
first Latinx to be named the National Teacher
of the Year since 2005. She’s also the first
educator from Nevada to win the award and
she told Education Week she is only the third
special educator to receive the national
honor. Miss Urtubey has been a teacher for
11 years and currently works at Booker, Sr.
Innovative Elementary School teaching
kindergarten through 5th grade. She also
works as an instructional strategist for the
school crafting individualized lessons to
match the needs of the students.

In that role, Cedric and his
team is responsible for investigating and
resolving internal and external complaints
of discrimination, facilitating reasonable
accommodations for disabled/medically
fragile employees, and for CCSD’s overall
compliance with state and federal anti-
discrimination laws.
